Heuchera maxima, GIANT ALUMROOT

iant Alumroot is native to bluffs and canyons on several of the

Channel islands. A small, clumping perennial with 3 inch round,
scalloped leaves and white to pink flowers on stalks which can reach 3 feet
tall in spring. Plant it in masses in partial to full shade 12-18 inches
apart. Water Heucheras two to four times a month (especially in summer
and at inland locations). This keeps plants looking nice and lengthens the
bloom. Giant Alumroot is the perfect plant for under mature oaks in
woodland gardens, and it also looks nice at the front of mixed borders,
along paths or in containers. The flowers attract hummingbirds and are
attractive in arrangements.
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
