Mimudus aurantiacus, STICKY MONKEYFLOWER

he largest grower of California native plants in the state, Tree of Life Nursery has

S ticky Monkeyflower, also called Bush Monkeytlower, is a semi-woody
subshrub 3 feet high by 3 feet wide that occurs on sunny, dry rocky
slopes of the coastal and inland foothills to 3,000 feet in elevation. Buff
or coral to dark orange flowers occur in spring and summer, sometimes
into fall. Try it on a slope, in a mixed border, as an accent or even in a
container. Plant in full sun in well-drained soil and water once or twice a
month (or up to once a week). For best results, cut back by one third in
winter. Plant with other chaparral and coastal sage scrub species (see list
at left) for an authentic California garden that mimics nature and attracts
pollinators like hummingbirds, bees and butterflies.
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
