icolas Chamise is a low, evergreen groundcover reaching 2-3 feet

Arctostaphylos ‘Emerald Carpet’ high and spreading 4-6 feet across. An important component of
chaparral communities throughout California, ‘Nicolas’ is a prostrate
selection of Adenostoma fasciculatum from San Nicolas Island. Dark green,
Baccharis ‘Pigeon Point’ needle-like leaves cover the stems and white flower clusters appear at the
tips of the branches in summer. It performs best in full sun and well-
drained soils, is useful on slopes for erosion control and stabilization and
Eriogonum ‘Dana Point’ is attractive in rock gardens, dry borders and parkways. Provides valuable
wildlife habitat, especially for butterflies seeking summer nectar.
