Ambrosia pumila, SAN DIEGO AMBROSIA

he largest grower of California native plants in the state, Tree of Life Nursery has

mbrosia pumila is a low, creeping perennial in the sunflower family

with blue-grey foliage and small, light yellow flowers summer
through fall. Listed as rare and endangered due to loss of habitat, it is
found only in southwestern San Diego county in the remaining grasslands
and on roadsides. It performs nicely in the landscape as a groundcover, in
containers, rock gardens and between pavers in lightly traveled paths.
Contrasting nicely with dark green foliage, try pairing San Diego
Ambrosia with Adenostoma ‘Nicholas,” Ceanothus ‘Heart’s Desire,’
Eriogonum ‘Dana Point.” Plant in full sun and water 1 to 2 times a month
in summer.
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
